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CONDITIONS

The Tournament will take place in full accord with the Tournament regulations
adopted by Badminton England. All competitors must be playing members of a club
affiliated directly or indirectly either to the Badminton Association of England or to
some other association in membership with the International Badminton Federation.
The Certificate at the bottom of the entry form must be completed by all competitors.

Entries, WHICH MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY CORRECT FEES, are to be received
not later than the 19th October 2007. No entry shall be included in the draw for a
doubles event unless forms have been received from both members of the pair.

Players must arrive at the hall not later than fifteen minutes before the scheduled time
of their first match and report their arrival immediately to the Tournament Controller.
Match slips will be sent to Overseas Players.

Play will commence at 6.00 p.m. on Friday 2nd November and at 10.00 a.m. on Saturday,
3rd November. Finals will be on the afternoon of Saturday, 3rd November 2007.

Play shall not take place on days other than those specifically sanctioned; and no
competitor shall be obliged to commence a match before 10.00 a.m., or after 11.00
p-m. on any such day. Any competitor who is not prepared to play outside the times of
play shall be entitled to a refund of his Entry Fee. The period for knocking up before
any match shall not exceed three minutes.

All trophies are perpetual and will remain in the Island. Holders of trophies will be
responsible for their safe custody and for their return to the Tournament Secretary
fourteen days before the next tournament. Prizes will be awarded as follows: Singles
winner £80.00, Runners-up £40.00, Doubles winners £80.00 per pair, Runners-up
£40.00 per pair. Mixed Doubles winners £80.00 per pair, Runners-up £40.00 per pair.

The draw will be seeded.

Competitors unable to play when called will be scratched. Competitors MUST NOT leave
the Hall during the Tournament without the permission of the Tournament Controller.

Competitors should state on their entry form if unable to play before a specific time and
every effort will be made to accommodate them.

All events will be played on a round-robin basis with winners progressing to knock-out
stages. All matches will be played under the new scoring system — the best of three
games to twenty-one points.
